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	City Bus Users Exhibition Opens at the Galt Next Week

	University of Lethbridge Museum Studies Internship students are pleased to announce the opening of the exhibition In Transit: Exploring Community in Motion at the Galt Museum & Archives April 4, 2008.  In Transit includes a collection of stories related by commuters about their bus experiences, along with photographs of bus-users.  The five students co-curated the exhibition with the objective of exploring the dynamic community and diversity that exists in the city of Lethbridge.  
ART 4000 Museum Studies Internship student Megan Byslma says, “We are so excited about this show. The different communities within Lethbridge have given us an amazing response and we’re just really thrilled to be able to share their experiences with others.  The space that the Galt has allowed us to use has given us an unprecedented opportunity to give something back to Lethbridge while completing a practical career assignment.”

The students have spent the last few weeks riding the buses in the city, talking to riders and gathering photographs.  The exhibition is a compilation of their experiences and the experiences of Lethbridge’s bus-riders.  Co-curator Kate Bossler says, “It was really interesting to see how all the city’s different communities are brought together in the container of the bus – how people interact and intermingle.  And how the transit system bridges communities.”  

Riders of all ages, backgrounds and frequency shared their reasons for riding the bus, how often they used the transit system, how they passed the time during their ride, as well as how often they talked with others on the bus.   They were also asked if they had any stories or thoughts regarding their past bus experiences.  Many people shared that they took the bus for financial and environmental reasons and rode nearly every day.  Verbal responses of the survey participants will be placed next to photographs in the exhibit.
